* An attendant on duty at all times
« Daily housekeeping services

To meet BC Building Code section 3.8.1, this proposal includes:

* One fully accessible unit

The required changes to 19 Menzies and the needed rezoning provide the
following benefits:

« Short-term rental in compliance with provincial and local bylaws
* Long-term sustainablility of building use
